Breaking of Bread
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Message I (Saturday morning):

The story of Nehemiah teaches many lessons that need to be applied in our day. His

overall burden was for the people of God and for the kingdom of God. He needed to work,
fight and pray in order to complete the task assigned to him by God. We also must learn to
work, fight and pray to complete what God wants from us.

Text:

Nehemiah chapters 1-3.

. Nehemiah’s responsibilities in Babylon.
. His job was in Babylon but his heart was with the people of God in Jerusalem.

. Notice his reaction to the condition of the people of God in Jerusalem.

He begins to pray. We must, like Nehemiah, bathe all we do in prayer. Pray
without ceasing.

. The miracle of getting back to Jerusalem.

Seeing the situation firsthand

Nehemiah realizes that the task is not going to be accomplished by one man. It will
take a team (a church). It will need to be a coordinated and combined effort by a
committed group of people.

Each one worked together and built right where they were.

The opposition was immediate. It starts with displeasure, moves to verbal attacks
and continues to ramp up as the work progresses.

10. Nehemiah's response was to pray and continue to work.
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Workshop (Saturday afternoon):

Text: [John 2

The thrust would be that Jesus is coming back and we want to be ready for Him when He
returns. In order to be ready, we must remain (abide) in Him.

The problem is that we have an enemy that fights against us. Our only hope is keeping the
anointing He has given us. That anointing will enable us to remain in Him so when He
appears we'll be ready to receive Him with open arms.

Message 11 (Saturday evening):

Text: Nehemiah 4-6

1. We’re at the halfway point. The opposition is becoming severe. We’ve gone too far

to quit but we still have a long way to go.
2. Some of the key workers feel overwhelmed and are ready to quit.

3. Nehemiah speaks words of encouragement and by the Spirit of God the men are

encouraged to continue to fight and work. No turning back!
4. The continued unsuccessful challenges to get Nehemiah to stop.
5. Nehemiah prays for strength.

6. The task is finished all to the glory of God.

Message III (Sunday morning): The Heart of Worship

Text:

7.

Genesis 22:1-14, John 4:1-26, Romans 12:1

. Genesis 22 is the first mention of worship in the Bible. No music, no singing, two

men, one young and one old teach us the Biblical definition of worship.

It's a story of obedience and surrender. Completely laying down everything for

Him.

. Romans 12 says giving our all in recognition and in response to His mercy towards

us is our spiritual act of worship.

Abraham offered the best he had. That which he loved most. Isaac laid down his

life as a spiritual act of worship.

We must not only give up the things we don't like or don't want but we must be

willing to give up everything if we want to be true worshippers, the kind He seeks.

John 4 is a teaching Jesus gave on the subject of worship. What the woman needed to
do was give her life up to Him. To realize His love and mercy towards her and to
surrender completely to Him. As she did, she found fulfillment she never knew

before.

We all have a choice to make. I suggest we surrender all to Him.

I suggest we all become true worshipers, not just singers.
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
